
 

Punjab Vigilance conducts surprise checking of LPG supply van & register 

a case against distributer 
 

Chandigarh, April :  In order to keep a vigil on prices of essential commodities across 

the state, Punjab Vigilance Bureau today conducted joint surprise checking of LPG 

Supply Van at Ramneek Chownk, Kapurthala and found 17 LPG cylinders 

underweight.
