After verifying his information, the Vigilance team laid a trap and the
accused Patwari was arrested on the spot while accepting bribe of Rs. 5,000/-
from the complainant in the presence of two official witnesses

He informed that a case under Prevention of Corruption Act has been
registered against the accused at VB police station Ludhiana and further
investigations was under progress.
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
